Chief Master Sergeant William H.  Kohler is currently serving as the Command Chief Master Sergeant of the 179th Airlift Wing, Mansfield, Ohio.  He is responsible for the health, morale, and welfare of 850 assigned enlisted personnel.  He provides instruction and advice in leadership, military courtesy, human relations, communication, self-discipline and adherence to standards.  He provides astute advice and guidance on all command decisions affecting assigned personnel.

Chief Kohler was born 6 November 1945, in Louisville, Kentucky.  He graduated from Columbian High School, Tiffin, Ohio in May 1964.  He attended the University of Findlay in Findlay, Ohio, until his enlistment in the U.S. Air Force in April 1966.

Chief Kohler completed basic military training at Lackland AFB, Texas.  After graduating from Aircraft Mechanic School, Sheppard AFB, Texas, in June 1966, he was assigned to the 3750th Organizational Maintenance Squadron, Tyndall AFB, Florida.  While stationed in Florida he served as an F-101B/F Crew Chief.  In January 1968, Chief Kohler was reassigned to the 38th Tactical Reconnaissance Squadron, Ramstein AFB Germany, were he served as a RF-4C Crew Chief until his discharge in April of 1970.   He then joined the 179th Tactical Fighter Group in November of 1971.

On 12 February 1983, Chief Kohler graduated in-residence from the NCO Academy in Knoxville, Tennessee, and 11 May 1994 from the Senior NCO Academy, Gunter Annex, Maxwell AFB Alabama.   

During his career at the 179th, Chief Kohler was a crew chief on the T-33, F-100 and C-130B aircraft.  In April 1987 the Chief was selected to a position in Quality Assurance until his selection as the Production Control Superintendent in January of 1994.  In October of 1996, he was promoted to his current grade of Chief Master Sergeant.  His military decorations and awards include the Meritorious Service Medal, Air Force Commendation Medal with two oak leaf clusters, the Air Force Achievement Medal, the Air Force Outstanding Unit award with one oak leaf, and the Ohio Commendation Medal.
